+ The development proposed is the erection of a traditional dry stone wall with rounded
top stones along the boundary of Warren Cottage Garden.

Decision
1. The appeal is dismissed.
Main Issue

2. The main issue in this case is whether the proposed dry stone wall would
preserve the setting of listed buildings identified in the list description as ‘The
Warren and attached cottage’.

Reasons

Listed Building

3. The Warren and attached cottage are grade II listed buildings, which have been
included in the statutory list for group value. I consider that the special
architectural and historic interest of these buildings is in their external
appearance. Whilst the roadside elevation of this property and the gable end
are modest, the main fagade forms part of what was formerly a double fronted
dwelling at the end of the terrace. The symmetry is based on a central door
with a moulded surround and pulvinated frieze below a segmental pediment
and a circular window within a heavily moulded surround above. To either side
of the door are windows set in a vertical line, one above the other, albeit
different in proportions and glazing arrangement. Despite the painting of the
windows and rainwater goods in differing colours the overall visual appearance
remains of a double fronted property.

4. The appeal proposal seeks to erect a 1.7 metre high dry stone wall to enclose
the end and one side of the garden of this property; the other boundary being
formed by an existing stone wall with fencing above. The enclosure would
encompass the only external curtilage area to the property. The south-east
facade of the house would form the remaining element of the enclosure.
